Son and Sand Golden Rules

1. Curfew is Midnight. Lights out by 12:30 a.m. Please stay in designated male and female areas after lights out and
respect others’ needs for rest.

2. No outside visitors to remain overnight.
3. Advisors will be responsible for use of kitchen and facilities.

4. Sunday guests are invited to attend one of our worship services. Sunday 9:00 a.m. is our praise service and 10:30 a.m
is our traditional service.

5. The telephone is for emergencies or local calls. Charge long distance calls to a calling card or credit card. You may
dial out directly from the phone.

6. Please keep showers to five minutes to conserve hot water. Men’'s And Women's bathrooms outside retreat center
are available to larger groups but must be cleaned after each use.

7. No smoking and no alcoholic beverages on the church property.

8. No horseplay, running , or ball playing inside the church building. No jumping or climbing on bunk beds. Do not sit
on window bars.

9. No shirts that advertise alcohol, cigarettes or sexually offensive or inflammatory language.
10. No excessive public display of affection.

11. Rinse sand off body, clothing and beach articles before entering the building. Outside shower and food spigot
located in the courtyard. Sand attracts ANTS!

12. Please keep outside door closed at all times to conserve air conditioning (summer) and heat (fall/winter). Do not

change setting on thermostats. They are pre-set.
13. Please do not move furniture outside. Picnic tables are available for your use.
14. Be aware of other church programs and respect their need for space and quiet.

15. Cleaning supplies have been provided for your use. Please leave the facilities CLEAN as when you arrived. Use the
yellow bucket with squeegee in Men’s Shower Room to do the floors. Also, if used by your group, clean the gas grill in
the courtyard at the end of your stay.

16. Empty all trash cans and sanitary receptacles (Ladies Bathroom) and place the trash in the large containers across
the parking lot.

17. Secure the building whenever you leave it. Make sure all 3 doors are locked.

18. Use the controlled crosswalks to cross over Coastal Highway to the beach or any street during your stay. Always be
alert and safe.

19. Follow the posted rules and regulations of the beach and always obey the directions of the lifeguards on duty.
They are there for your protection.
